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WHAT’S NEW AT WG

New Club Session We will be starting our second session of clubs mid-
February. We strongly recommend that if your child comes 3 days or
more to join a club.

Clubs last for 6-8 weeks. They give the kids and staff a chance to meet
in groups of 10-15 kids for fun activities. Whether it’s Cooking, Photog-
raphy, Basketball, or Design-It, clubs also give kids the chance to social-
1ze and build new relationships with their peers.

WG ELECTRONICS POLICY

BRING AT YOUR OWN RISK! WISE Guys will not be responsible
for any lost or damaged electronics brought to the program.

Cell phones are PROHIBITED at WISE Guys. Youth are welcome to
use WG telephones if needed. WG staff will help kids find parent’s
numbers if needed.

WISE Guys youth will be allowed to play DS or 1iPod-type games from
home for a maximum of 20 minutes a day. All games played at WISE
Guys MUST BE RATED “E” for “EVERYONE”! To keep every-
one safe: Children MAY NOT ACCESS THE WEB with “hand-helds™
while at WISE Guys. Staff will confiscating machines of kids going on
the web until parents arrive.

Homework Contracts: NEW or RE-NEW

The school year is nearly half over and the homework will begin to pile
up. Take advantage of our WISE Guy Library and fill out a homework
contract.

Our library 1s separate space equipped with reference materials, school
supplies and a staff member or high school volunteer ready to help.

We recommend parent and youth fill out the contract together, designat-
ing no more than 20 minutes each day. Filling out the contract together
ensures better understanding of kids’ obligation and the 20-minute time
limit helps them to balance fun and work while at WISE Guys. We also
recommend folks with current contracts re-evaluate in case changes are
in order.
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
